More thana dozenethnicitieswere representedn the samplefrom the NY metroarea,including Chinese
(49%), Filipino (13%), Asian Indian (11%), Japanes€11%) and Korean (8%). Smaller numbersof
Malaysian, Pakistani, Cambodian, Viethamese and Indonesian respondents also participated.

54% identified as men, 40% aswomen,and 10% transgenderThis addsup to more than 100% because
respondents could select more than one option.

47% self-identifiedas gay, 21% as lesbian,and 5% bisexual.23% identified as Oqueer.®he remaining
chose various other categories.

34% of respondentseportedbeingin a committedrelationship,12% had a domesticpartner,9% were
dating and 34% were single. The remaining chose various other categories.

58% reported being US-born citizens, 20% naturalized US-citizens, and 22% non-US citizens.
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Accordingto analysisof datafrom the 2000U.S. Censughereareover 4,700APIs in same-sexouplesin
New York State,which rankssecondout of the top ten stateswith the highestnumberof APIs in same-sex
couples. There are over 38,000 APIs in same-sex couples nationwide.
